INTRODUCTION

Career and Technical Student Organizations (CTSOs) are recognized as integral to the career and technical education program.  CTSOs provide a unique program of career and leadership development, motivation and recognition exclusively for students enrolled in career and technical programs.  Appropriate CTSOs are to be provided as indicated by KRS151B.025 section 9 and Kentucky Board of Education Goal 3.5.

CTSOs are not "clubs" to which only a few career and technical students belong.  Rather, a CTSO is a powerful instructional tool that works best when integrated into the career and technical curriculum and classroom by a career and technical instructor who is committed to the development of the total person, career and technical educators recognize the importance of providing students with job and career-related training that complements the job-specific skills needed for entry into a particular field.

STUDENT MEMBERSHIP
· When joining a student organization, students must first join and pay dues to the primary CTSO.  Students in Information Technology, Culinary and Pubic Services programs have more than one option when choosing a primary CTSO.  See chart below.
· After joining and paying dues to the primary CTSO, students may choose to join, pay dues to and participate in competition in another CTSO.
