815 KAR 35:100. Electrical continuing education procedure.
1. Complete the “Continuing Education Provider Checklist” at the end of this document.

2. The continuing education provider checklist MUST include or attach the following:

      (a) Syllabus of courses to be offered;

      (b) Times and dates that courses will be offered;

      (c) Location where courses will be offered;

      (d) Availability of courses to the general public;

      (e) Fees to be charged for the courses;

      (f) Identity and qualifications of teachers; and

      (g) Attendance verification procedures.

3. Send all documentation to the Office of Housing, Buildings, and Construction to Tina Quire at Tina.Quire@ky.gov at least 30 days prior to offering the training.
Once an ATC is certified as a Continuation Education Provider, they MUST maintain the following:

1. Training instructor with “sufficient technical knowledge of the subject matter”.

2. At least 30 day advance notice to the Department of Housing, Building and Construction of scheduled training.
3. Continuing education providers cannot set a minimum number of attendees if the training is open to the public.
4. A one week advance notice of training cancellation must be given to the Department of Housing, Building and Construction and all registered attendees, unless it is due to natural disaster or inclement weather.
